In-state job growth, increasing tax base, 
and reduction of pollution are just to name a few. One of Arizona's most precious resources, water, is currently 
being wastefully and unnecessarily used to cool utility equipment as coal and natural gas are being burned to 
produce dirty energy.. ..imagine the possibilities for conserving this wasteful use of water for Arizona's future 
needs. 

Some utilities in the state are trying to change the rules of the game, to which they agreed, in the name of 
protecting revenues. We are discussing the same industry that is slow to evolve, slow to become better, and all 
the while being guaranteed a return of profit on their investments through consumer rates? Not a single other 
industry in this country can operate this way.

Do any of you 
miss that long distance phone bill every month? That almost sounds absurd today. Why on Earth then would 
we all; as rate payers, as residents, as those that appreciate the natural beauty of this great state, seek to limit 
this conduit of change to cleaner, cheaper sources of energy? Doesn't that also sound a bit absurd? 

My guess is that I do not have to remind any of you that, as elected officials, your job is to make policy in the 
best interest of all Arizonans, not just those in the utility industry. I urge and implore you to protect this net 
metering policy that is crucial to the independence of our energy production, the growth of an industry that 
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provides thousands of jobs in our state, and also the reduction of pollution from the production of dirty 
energy. I, along with many voting Arizonans, fail to see the downside of those three opportunities. We will 
attentively be watching how our elected officials decide our state's future energy policy.
