Through this filing, IntelePeer, Inc. (“Applicant”) supplements its Application in
the above-reference proceeding. The financing arrangements described in the Application
have not been finalized and are therefore subject to further negotiation, but Applicant
clarifies that it expects that the borrowing arrangements described in the Application will
be entered into by its corporate parent, IntelePeer Holdings, Inc. (“Holdings”). IntelePeer,
Inc. is wholly owned by Holdings. As Holdings is expected to be the direct borrower of
the loan and revolving line of credit described in the Application, its operating subsidiary,
IntelePeer, Inc., would guarantee the loan and revolving credit facility, and encumber its
assets in support of those financing arrangements. To the extent that the lender requires
IntelePeer, Inc. to be a direct borrower (or co-borrower) with respect to the financing
arrangements, then the company expects that it would likewise be required to pledge its
assets in support of such arrangements as well. To allow for this flexibility, IntelePeer,

Inc. sought approval to encumber its assets in support of the financing arrangements in the
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Application, and further sought approval to guarantee the financing arrangements for its

affiliate, Holdings, in the Amendment filed in this proceeding once it was determined that

IntelePeer, Inc. is a Class A utility requiring such approval.
