Dear Sir or Madam: 

Conterra Ultra Broadband, LLC (“Conterra”) has applied for a certificate of 
convenience and necessity to provide intrastate telecommunications services described in detail 
in its application and subsequent filings. See Docket No. T-20869A- 12-0499. Pursuant to 
Ariz. Sup. Ct. R. 31(d)(28), Conterra respectfully submits this request to allow a company 
employee, Mr. Kelley Boan, to represent Conterra at the Commission hearing on Conterra’s 
application. The Commission’s hearing regarding Conterra’s application is scheduled for 
January 29, 2014. 

In matters before the Commission, a public service corporation may be represented by 
a corporate officer or employee who is not an active member of the Arizona bar i f  (1) the 
public service corporation has specifically authorized the employee to represent it in this 
matter; (2) such representation is not the employee’s primary duty for the public service 
corporation, but is secondary or incidental to the employee’s duties; and (3) the employee will 
not receive additional compensation for such representation other than reimbursement for 
costs. See Ariz. Sup. Ct. R. 31(d)(28). 

With ofices in the District of Columbia, Florida, Georgia, Massachuseits, hbrth Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee and West Virginia 
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Consistent with the above requirements, Conterra respectfully requests that the 
Commission allow Mr. Kelley Boan, who is employed as Conterra’s Regulatory and Special 
Projects Manager, to represent Conterra at the Commission’s hearing regarding Conterra’s 
application. In support of this request, Conterra, through counsel, states the following: (1) 
Conterra has authorized Mr. Boan to represent the company for purposes of this hearing; (2) 
Mr. Boan’s primary duties with Conterra consist of regulatory compliance matters; and (3) 
Mr. Boan will not receive additional compensation for this representation before the 
Commission other than expense reimbursement. Please note that Angela C. Lee, Conterra’s 
Vice President, Corporate Counsel and Secretary, also will attend the hearing on behalf of 
Conterra. 

Thus, in light of the above information, Conterra respectfully requests that the 
Commission permit Mr. Boan to represent Conterra pursuant to Ariz. Sup. Ct. R. 13(d)(28) at 
the Commission hearing scheduled for January 29, 2014.
