Summary 
On January 10,2014, UNS Energy Corporation (“UNS Energy”) on behalf of itself and its &iliates 
UniSource Energy Services, Inc., Tucson Electric Power Company, UNS Electric, Inc. and UNS 
Gas, Inc. and Fortis, Inc. (“Fortis”) on behalf of itself and its affiliates (UNS Energy and Fortis 
together are “Joint Applicants”) submitted Joint Notice of Intent to Reorganize to the Arizona 
Corporation Commission (“Commission”) requesting approval of a merger transaction under A.A.C. 
R14-2-803 (“Joint Notice”). The Joint Notice states than UNS Energy intends to merge with a 
subsidiary of Fortis where UNS Energy will be the surviving entity, becoming a wholly-owned 
subsidiary of FortisUS, Inc. with Fortis as UNS Energy’s ultimate parent. In effect, UNS Energy’s 
existing shareholders will be replaced by FortisUS as UNS Energy’s sole shareholder. 

The Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff) is in the process of reviewing and analyzing the Joint 
Notice and has not yet made a recommendation regarding the Joint Notice. The Commission is not 
bound by the proposals made by the Joint Applicants, Staff, or any intervenors, and will issue a 
decision regarding the Joint Notice following consideration of testimony and evidence presented 
during an evidentiary hearing.

About Intervention

intervene with the Commission no later than -[date] ,2014 and send a copy of the motion 
to UNS Energy and Fortis (or their counsel) and to all parties of record.

1. Your name, address, and telephone number, and the name, address, and telephone number of any 
party upon whom service of documents is to be made, if not yourself; 

2. A short statement of your interest in the proceeding (e.g., a customer of a particular utility, a 
shareholder of UNS Energy, etc.); and 

3.  A statement certifying that you have mailed a copy of the motion to intervene to UNS Energy 
and Fortis (or their counsel) and to all parties of record in the case. 

The granting of motions to intervene shall be governed by A.A.C. R14-3-105. All parties must 
comply with Arizona Supreme Court Rules 3 1 and 38 and A.R.S. 3 40-243 with respect to the 
practice of law. For information about requesting intervention, visit the Commission’s website at 
http://www.azcc.gov/divisions/utilities/forms/interven.pdf. The granting of intervention, among 
other things, entitles a party to present sworn evidence at hearing and to cross-examine other 
witnesses. However, failure to intervene will not preclude any interested person or entity from 
appearing at the hearing and providing public comment on the application or from filing 
written comments in the record of the case.
