I'ursuant to the February 18, 20 14 Memorandum from the Commission's Executive 

Director transmitting the recommended Order Estending Deadline in Decision Nos. 70030, 

7 1226 and 72532 ("Order") in the above-captioned and above-docketed proceeding, Red Rock 

Utilities, L.L.C. ("RRU'') hereby submits (i) a clarifying "Exception" to and (ii) suggested 

additional language for the recommended Order, as discussed below. 

More specifically, at page 2, lines 14-15 of the recommended Order, the following 

sentence appears: 
"The Company reports that it has made effort to develop its CC&N 
territory outside of Verano," [emphasis added] 

This statement suggests that the Verano Master-Planned Community (g'Verano'a) represents only 

a portion of the CC&N area granted to RRU. At the time the CC&N was granted to RRU, the 

external boundaries of Verano and the CC&N were identical. Thereafter, a portion of Verano, 

which had originally been scheduled to bc developed as a final phase if market conditions 

warranted, was sold to the owner of the contemplated correctional facility referred to at page 2, 

lines 15-16 of the recommended Order. IIowever, that acreage is still within the boundaries of 

the CC&N granted to RRU. 
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Accordingly, solely for the purpose of avoiding potential confusion, RRU suggests that 

the sentence appearing at page 2, lines 14-15 of the recommended Order be revised to read as 

follows: 
"The Company reports that it has made efforts to develop its 
CC&N territory outside of the original footprint of Verano." 
mote: suggested additional language is underlined solely for 
purposes of ease in identification] 

RRU thanks the Commission and its IIearing Division in advance for their respective 

consideration of the above-suggested revision of and language addition to the recommended 

Order.
