SUBJECT: In the Matter of Arizona American Water Company's (now EPCOR) Application 
for an increase in rates for its water services in Docket No. W-O1303A-10-0448 

Last week, the Chairman and the Commissioners received 100 letters from EPCOR's customers 
complaining about their rates and charges for water and wastewater services. It appears from the 
customers' letters that their complaints relate to the above docket, as well as Docket Nos. 
W-O1303A-09-0343 and WS-0 1303A-09-0343. Included in the materials delivered to the 
Chairman and Commissioners was the attached letter signed by State Representative Phil Lovas, 
State Representative David Livingston and State Senator Judy Burges, which in effect 
summarizes similar concerns in the customers' complaint letters related to their rates and 
charges. Because in many instances the customers' complaint letters contain personal account 
information, the letters are not being docketed at this time. However, I have included a list of the 
names of the signatory customers.

It has come io my attention that there is a great discrepancy in water rates between various communities in the northwest valley. 

As I undersfand, the waterlwastewater rates for the EPCOR Agua Fria District are nearly $100 more per month than the EPCOR 
Sun City District and nearly $75 more than several other city water dislricts. 

I would ask the Arizona Corporafion Commission to review the waterbastewater rate situation for this area. The communities of 
Cross River, Dos Rios, and Corte Bella are geographically distant and physically unconnected to the Aqua Fria Water District 
They use the NW Vailey Regional Water Reclamation Facility even though they are paying for the White Tank faality. 

The residents posed several questions to me which I forward to you in the hopes you can provide answers for them. 

1. They ask why they are paying for the White Tank facility that they don't use. 
2. They ask why their waterhstewater rate so much higher than the surrounding areas. 
3. They ask why they are charged a volume rate based on our water usage when much of the water never goes 

down fie sewer system, but into the ground. 
4. Hwv many new homes have been added over the last b o  years that were supposed to pay for their newly built 

Whiie Tank facility? 
5. VVhy are they being charged such a higher rate than EPCOR Sun City when they use the Northwest treatment 

plant as does Sun City West and Peoria? 
6. Why are they still in the Aqua Fria District, when the precedent has  been set with the Anthem decision by the ACC 

to leave the Aqua Fria District? 

I appreciate your attention to this matter.
