According to APS, Digital meter readings will now be done electronically rather than manually for over
99.5% of APS customers. However, charging $30 per month for analog meter reading to customers

As explained above, these proposed opt-out charges are discriminatory, prejudicial, disadvantageous,
and an “unreasonable difference”in violation of this ACC statute (underlines added):
