(Setting Procedural Conference)

BY THE COMMISSION:
On December 17, 2013, Alvin S. Ratliff, John Hart, Dan Tingle, Dan White, Darren Dunlap,

Ed Curry, Efrain Alvarez, Fred Zamora, Joe Tully, Justin Hass, Lance Owen, Monte Allen, Nathan
Zuck, Paul White, Randy Hass And Talbott Starlings filed a formal complaint with the Arizona
Corporation Commission (“Commission”) against Sulphur Springs Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc.
(“Complaint™).

Sulphur Springs Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“SSVEC”) filed its Answer on January 22,
2014. As part of its Answer, SSVEC asserted the Complaint fails to state a claim upon which relief
may be granted and requested that the Complaint be dismissed with prejudice.

By a Procedural Order docketed May 1, 2014, a telephonic procedural conference was held on
May 21, 2014. The Complainants, SSVEC and the Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff”’) were
present through counsel.

During the procedural conference, SSVEC’s request that the Complaint be dismissed was

denied. The Complainants and SSVEC related they had entered into settlement negotiations and
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anticipated that an agreement might be reached within the next 30 days. The parties requested that
another procedural conference be scheduled in one month to discuss the status of the matter. Staff
was advised that its participation at the next procedural conference would be required.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that a telephonic procedural conference shall commence
on June 24, 2014, at 9:30 a.m., call-in number: (888) 450-5996, participant ne. 457395#. The
parties may also attend in person in Room 222 at the Commission’s Tucson offices, 400 West
Congress Street, Tucson, Arizona 85701.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Staff shall be present at the procedural conference and may
attend telephonically.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Ex Parte Rule (A.A.C. R14-3-113-Unauthorized
Communications) applies to this proceeding and shall remain in effect until the Commission’s
Decision in this matter is final and non-appealable.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all parties must comply with Rules 31 and 38 of the Rules
of the Arizona Supreme Court and A.R.S. §40-243 with respect to practice of law and admission pro
hac vice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that that the Administrative Law Judge may rescind, alter,
amend, or waive any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by

ruling at hearing.
