MEMBERS OF SCVCC COULD BE SUBSTANTIALLY 

AND DIRECTLY AFFECTED BY A COMMISSION DECISION 

IN THE INSTANT PROCEEDING 

On March 10, 2014, EPCOR Water Arizona, Inc. (“EPCOR”) filed a rate increase 

Application for several of its water utility districts within the state of Arizona. Among those water 

utility districts is the Tubac Water District. In that regard, a number of SCVCC’s members are 

residential customers of the Tubac Water District. In addition, certain of SCVCC’s members also 

3wn businesses which are served by the Tubac Water District. 

In its aforesaid March 10,2014 rate increase Application, as the same pertains to the Tubac 

Water District, EPCOR has proposed very significant increases in its water rates for both 

mesidential and commercial customers. In that regard, during a presentation made to members of 

3CVCC at a regular monthly meeting of SCVCC in Tubac on May 19, 2014, representatives of 

EPCOR indicated that its requested increase for the average 5/8 - inch residential customer in the 

hbac Water District could be on the order of a 90% increase. The requested rate increase for 

hbac Water District commercial customers is also dramatic. Accordingly, it is abundantly clear 

hat a number of members of SCVCC could be substantially and directly affected by a 

:ommission decision in the Instant Proceeding.

SCVCC’S INTERVENTION WOULD NOT DELAY THE 

INSTANT PROCEEDING OR UNDULY BROADEN ISSUES 

As of this juncture, SCVCC does not anticipate a need to raise any new matters. Rather, it 

zontemplates participating in the proceeding and addressing to the extent necessary (i) those 

questions andor issues which may exist at this time as a result of EPCOR’s March 10, 2014 rate 

increase Application and supporting testimony, or (ii) which may hereafter be raised by the 

Commission’s Staff and/or other parties. Thus, SCVCC’s intervention will not unduly broaden the 

issues to be considered. 

IV. 

CONCLUSION 

Based upon the foregoing, SCVCC believes that it has satisfied the requirements for 

intervention set forth in A.A.C. R-14-3-105. Accordingly, it requests that an appropriate order of 

the Commission be issued granting SCVCC’s Application, and according SCVCC all rights as a 

party of record in the Instant Proceeding.
