Notice of Affected Jurisdictions” or something similar that tells them to whom they should send a certified copy of the
Notice of Hearing. They are sending a copy of the Notice of Hearing “by certified mail to the affected areas of
jurisdiction” as set forth in A.R.S. § 40-360.04(A). Historically, they and/or the Applicants sent the notice to a large
number of folks in state agencies, local government, and interested businesses. We had a discussion about this provision
and are trying to simplify the procedure. What is needed for them to comply with the statute is a list of jurisdictions that
are affected. From what you have told me, | assume they would include the City of Tempe, Maricopa County and any
state agencies from whom you have any kind of permitting or license requirement.
