Summarv 
On April 30, 1998, the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) issued Decision No. 

60841 granting Ajo Improvement Company (“AIC” or “Company”) a Certification of Environmental 
Compatibility (“CEC”) for authority to construct an approximate 47-mile 230 kV transmission line from 
Gila Bend to Ajo, Arizona (“Project”). The CEC approved the Project with primarily wooden structures. 
On June 27, 2014, AIC made a filing with the Commission stating that it intends to construct the entire 
Project with steel monopoles instead, in order to provide greater reliability than wooden structures. AIC 
does not believe the change from wood to steel is a material change to the CEC, and requested that the 
Commission make that determination. To the extent, however, the Commission believes that this is a 
material change to the CEC, the Company has requested approval of the change under A.R.S. 0 40-252. 
AIC does not intend to change the heights of the structures from what was originally proposed. AIC does 
not contemplate any other changes or increased environmental impact.
