On June 30, 2014, Granite Mountain Wa-
ter Company, Inc. (“Granite Mountain “}
filed with the Arizona Corporation Com-
mission (“Commission”} an application for
a permanent increase in its rates and
charges, using a test year ending Decem-
ber 31, 2013. Granite Mountain requests
authorization to increase its rates to gen-
erate an additional $64,221 in revenues,
an increase of 54.68 percent.
