sel and to all parties of re-
cord in the case; and

4. If the proposed intervenor
is not represented by an at-
torney who is an’ active
member of the Arizona
State Bar, and is not an indi-
vidual re?re_sentmg himself
or herself, information and
any appropriate documen-
tation demonstrating the
intervenor's comptiance
with Arizona Supreme Court
Rules 31, 38, and 42, as ap-

licable.
?he granting of motions to
intervene shall be governed

y A.A.C R14-3-105, except
that all motions to intervene
must be filed on_or before
December 18, 2014. The
granting of intervention,

. among other things, entitles

a party to present sworn
evidence at the hearing and
to cross examine other wit-
nesses. However, failure to
intervene will not preclude
any interested person or en-
tity from appearing at the
hearing and making a state-
ment on_their own behalf.
All parties must comply
with Arizona Supreme Court
Rules 31, 38, and 42 and
A.RS. § 40-243 with respect
to the practice of law.
