On
October 31, 2014, SSVEC filed an application (“Application”) with the Commission requesting approval of certain revisions
to its Service Conditions as set forth in the Application. The proposed revisions are intended to clarify language which may
be ambiguous, add supplemental language to certain provisions, streamline existing language in some sections, add a new
Section 2.9.4 (Record of Consumption), eliminate an unnecessary reference to the Arizona Administrative Code, add
language regarding meter error corrections, add sub-paragraph lettering, and update, clarify and supplement the Service
Entrance Requirements contained in Exhibits A, B, C, D and E of the Service Conditions. None of the proposed revisions
result in any change in the Cooperative’s approved rates and charges for service or are inconsistent with applicable sections
of the Arizona Administrative Code.
