GENERIC INVESTIGATION OF SMART
METERS. PROCEDURAL ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:

On August 29, 2011, the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission™) opened the
above-captioned generic docket for the purpose of the Commission’s inquiry into smart meters.

Numerous public comments have been filed.

Several entities and individuals have requested to be added to the service list, and have been
added.

Intervention has been granted to Electromagnetic Safety Alliance, Inc., Patricia C. Ferre,
Lewis M. Levenson, Warren Woodward, and Patty Ihle.

On January 20, 2015, Nancy Baer and Monnie Ramsell filed a Motion to Intervene in this
docket on behalf of Sedona Smart Meter Awareness.

Pursuant to Arizona Supreme Court rules, Nancy Baer and Monnie Ramsell may not represent
Sedona Smart Meter Awareness in this proceeding unless certain exceptions to the prohibition on the
unauthorized practice of law are met. Sedona Smart Meter Awareness must either be represented by
counsel, or must file specific authorization, such as a board resolution, for a specifically named
corporate officer, employee, or member of Sedona Smart Meter Awareness to represent it in this

proceeding.’

"If a public service corporation, an interim operator appointed by the Commission, or a non-profit organization is not
represented by an attorney authorized to practice law in Arizona in a proceeding before the Commission, a corporate
officer, employee or member of the entity may represent it, as long as the entity has specifically authorized such person to
represent it in the particular matter and such representation is not the person’s primary duty to the entity, but secondary or
incidental to other duties relating to the management or operation of the entity, and such person is not receiving separate
or additional compensation for such representation. See Arizona Supreme Court Rule 31(d)(28).

The Arizona Supreme Court requirements regarding the practice of law do not preclude
Nancy Baer or Monnie Ramsell from individually requesting intervention in order to represent their
individual personal interests in this proceeding, or from individually filing public comments, each on
their own behalf, in this proceeding.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the intervention request of Sedona Smart Meter
Awareness will be considered once one of the following is filed in this docket: (1) specific
authorization, such as a board resolution, for a specifically named corporate officer, employee, or
member of Sedona Smart Meter Awareness meeting the requirements of Arizona Supreme Court
Rule 31(d)(28) to represent Sedona Smart Meter Awareness in this matter; or (2) an intervention
request filed by counsel representing Sedona Smart Meter Awareness in this matter.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all filings by parties or potential intervenors shall be served
on all entities listed on the service list for this matter, and shall indicate that such service was made.
The service list can be found on the Commission’s website, using the e-docket function and the docket
number for this case.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive

any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
