Respondent Union Pacific Railroad Company (“Union Pacific”), by and through its
attorneys undersigned, hereby requests additional time to complete the crossing improvements at
University Road in Tempe, Arizona, which were ordered by the Arizona Corporation Commission
on April 18, 2014, in Decision No. 74456. Union Pacific requests an additional six (6) months to
complete the University Drive crossing improvements. Union Pacific submits that there is good
cause for its extension request because Union Pacific will not be able to complete the signalization
portion of the project until the City of Tempe’s contractors have completed the roadway, which
could take anywhere from several weeks to several months. See Declaration of Union Pacific
Manager of Public Projects Alex Popovici, attached as Exhibit “A”. The Commission ordered
Respondent to complete the upgrades by July 18, 2015, fifteen (15) months from the date of the

Order. Since Union Pacific cannot complete the project by July 18, additional time is needed.
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Accordingly, the parties therefore request that the Commission extend the July 18, 2015

deadline in Decision No. 74456 six months to January 18, 2016.

DECLARATION OF ALEXANDER
POPrOVICI IN SUPPORT OF UNION

Alexander Popovici, being first duly sworn upon his oath, states as follows:

1. I am over the age of eighteen, and I have personal knowledge of the facts stated
herein.

2. I am employed by Union Pacific Railroad Company (“Union Pacific””) as Manager
of Industry and Public Projects and [ have responsibility for the State of Arizona.

3. | The Arizona Corporation Commission approved Arizona Department of
Transportation’s (“ADOT’s”) application to upgrade the existing railroad crossing at University
Road in the City of Tempe, Maricopa County, Arizona. See, Arizona Corporation Commission
Decision No. 74456.

4, The Arizona Corporation Commission ordered that all crossing improvements be

completed within 15 months of the Decision No. 74456 adoption date, or July 18, 2015.
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5. Union Pacific has completed, or will complete, the surface work at the University
Drive crossing before the July 18 deadline. Union Pacific, howcver; will be unable to complete the
crossing’s signalization until the City of Tempe’s contractors have finished the intersection’s
roadway improvements. In my experience, the City of Tempe’s roadway contractors can take
anywhere from several weeks to several months to complete the roadway portidn of the project.

6. Since Union Pacific is unable to finish the crossing’s signalization before the July
18 deadline, additional time is needed to ensure that Union Pacific can safely complete the
signalization portioﬁ of the University Road crossing improvement project following the City of |
