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Dear Commissioner Pierce: 

Since my letter of 11/01/2006 to all the Commissioners, it is compelling to write again regarding the 
Southern California Edison Company and the California Independent System Operator Corporation. 

SCE is the owner of DPV 1, but due to a 1997 California statute has not operated the transmission line since 
approximately March 3 1, 1998. CAISO has operated the line subsequently, and under Ca. regulations the 
DPVl line is in “CAISO’s Grid”, even the segment from the Colorado River to the PVNGS. 

Should SCE have informed the ACC of the change in DPVl operations, and/or should SCE have requested 
a CEC amendment to the 1980 ACC Decision 5 1 170? Docket Control staff was unable to find, after my 
search, a SCE 1997-98 filing for the substantial CEC change. 

CAISO was created by Ca. legislation, perhaps by the same statute. Since CAISO is a utility, should that 
corporation have filed with the ACC in 1998 or before? Since CAISO schedules loads for and loads 
transmissions onto DPV 1, levies fees, tariffs etc plus, would CAISO not be required to file reports to the 
ACC? One report would be the “10-Year Plan”; others may be on loads, transmissions and finances. 

CAISO is not recognized in the ACC’s eDocket as a corporation doing business in the State of Arizona. 
Staff of the Commission’s Legal Division plus the Utility Division know about CAISO, and Staff has 
spoken in a hearing on CAISO. 

SCE has had a CEC problem in Arizona for over 25 years, and on October 17,2006 the Commission 
referred an adjudication to the APP&TLSC on that problem. 

Should not adjudications also be conducted on the SCE to CAISO change in DPV1, and on CAISO itself?
