Declaration of David C. Welsch 

I, David C. Welsch, hereby declare as follows: 

1. I am a General Attorney & Associate General Counsel, employed by AT&T 

Services, Inc. I have held this position since June 2014. In this capacity, I am 

responsible for advising AT&T Inc. and its subsidiaries (collectively “AT&T”) 

concerning mergers, acquisitions, and corporate development. 

2. In 201 0, Veriton Wireless and its indirect subsidiary Alltel Communications of the 

Southwest Limited Partnership transferred the wireless assets of Arizona Cellular 

Market Area (“CMA) 322, located within Gila and Pinal Counties, to AT&T. The 

Arizona Corporation Commission approved this transfer in Decision and Order 

71260 (Sept. 3, 2009). 

3. The activities undertaken by AT&T in connection with the transfer of those 

wireless assets have been completed.
