On June 2, 2014, Golden Shores Water Company (“Company” or “Golden Shores”) filed a 

rate application for an increase in its water rates and charges. Utilities Division Staff (“Staff”) issued 

a letter stating the application was found insufficient on July 1, 2014. On August 14, 2014, a letter 

finding the Company’s application sufficient was issued. The Hearing Division then issued a 

Procedural Order on August 20,20 14 (“Procedural Order”) governing the preparation and timeframe 

for this case and setting deadlines for the parties, including ordering Staff to file direct testimony and 

associated exhibits to be presented at hearing on or before December 26,2014, and that a pre-hearing 

conference be held on February 5,2015, at 1O:OO a.m., and a hearing on February 10,2015, at 1O:OO 

a.m. 

In the course of processing and analyzing the rate application, Staff learned that the Company 

also needed to submit an application for the approval of financing, and determined that it would be 

appropriate to do so prior to the filing of Staffs direct testimony in the rate case, resulting in a delay 

in the processing of this rate case. Therefore, on December 10, 2014, Staff filed a Motion to Suspend 

Timeclock. 

On December 16,20 14, a Procedural Order was issued suspending the timeclock and vacating 

the procedural schedule that had previously been set. That Procedural Order further provided that 

upon Golden Shores’ filing of updated rate case information using a test year ending December 3 1, 

2014, and its financing application, Staff was to make a filing requesting reinstatement of the 

timeclock in this matter and requesting that the procedural schedule be reset. 
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On May 26,201 5, Golden Shores filed its financing application in Docket No. W-018 15A-15- 

1166 and has now filed the necessary updated rate case information in this docket. 

Staff therefore requests that the timeclock in this matter be reinstated and the procedural 

,chedule reset.
