(“Commission”) concerning the TSA. GCEC also sent a notice letter to you or the current resident at that
time and published a notice in the Eastern Arizona Courier regarding the application with the
Commission on September 23, 2009. The Commission issued Decision No. 71471 on January 26, 2010
approving the TSA and requiring GCEC to file another application in 2015 in order to obtain Commission
approval for the completion of the transfer of the service territory and assets from GCEC to the City.

Please be aware
there may be some intermittent loss of power during the transfer but that should only be temporary.
Your final bill with GCEC will be mailed to you after the transfer is complete. All future electric utility
bills will then be sent to you from the City of Safford.
