On August 14, 201 6, Trico Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“Trico,” “Cooperative,” or 
“Applicant”) filed an application with the Arizona Corporation Commission 
(“Commission”) for an extension of its Certificate of Convenience and Necessity 
(“Certificate”) to provide electric utility service to a portion of Pinal County, Arizona, 
consisting of the Sundance Ridge development and a portion of the SaddleBrooke 
subdivision. If the application is granted, Trico would be the exclusive provider of 
electric service within the requested extension area, and would be required to provide 
service on the terms and conditions as established by the Commission. The 
Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff ’) has not yet made a recommendation 
regarding the Cooperative’s application and the Commission is not bound by the 
proposals made by the Cooperative, Staff or intervenors. The Commission will issue a 
Decision regarding the Cooperative’s application following consideration of 
testimony, and evidence presented at an evidentiary hearing.

The law provides for an open public hearing at which, under appropriate 
circumstances, interested persons may intervene in the proceedings and participate as 
a party. Persons desiring to intervene must file a written motion to intervene with the 
Commission and send such motion to Applicant or its counsel and to all parties of 
record. The motion must, at the minimum, contain the following: 

1. The name, address, and telephone number of the proposed intervenor and of 
any party upon whom service of documents is to be made if different from 
that of the intervenor. 

2. , A short statement of the proposed intervenor’s interest in the proceeding (e.g., 
a customer or potential customer of the Applicant, a member or shareholder of

the Applicant, etc.). 

A statement certifying that a copy of the motion to intervene has been mailed 
to the Applicant or its counsel and to all parties of record in the case. 

The granting of motions to intervene shall be governed by A.A.C. R14-3-105, except 
that all motions to intervene must be filed on or before Februarv 5, 2016. If 
representation by counsel is required by Rule 3 1 of the Rules of the Arizona Supreme 
Court, intervention will be conditioned upon the intervenor obtaining counsel to 
represent the intervenor.
