rates.The current rates have been in effect sinceSeptember 15, 2014. A decrease in rates is necessary at

this time due tithe Comnlission's Order in Decision No, 74742 that Hydro-Resources (a) initially charge

temporary rates as ordered by the Commission and (b) subsequently file a rate application at this time

based on a test year ending September 30, 2015.
