Staff of the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Staff”) hereby requests an extension of the
deadline to file rate design testimony in this case until Wednesday, June 1, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. In
addition, Staff and Trico Electric Cooperative (“Trico™) have also agreed to extending the date for
Trico to file its Rebuttal Testimony to June 28, 2016. The remainder of the schedule set forth in the
December 3, 2015 Procedural Order would not change.

Staff requests this extension of time due to an unusually heavy workload at this time.

Testimony be changed to June 28, 2016.
