SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT IN THE MATTER OF THE APPLICATION

OF THE CITY OF GLOBE FOR APPROVAL TO
AMEND DECISION no. 33424 PURSUANT TO A.R.S. §40-252

(DOCKET no. W-01445a-14-0305I,

Summary
On September 20, 1961, the Arizona Corporation Commission ("Commission") issued Decision No.
33424, granting Arizona Water Company ("AWC") A Certificate of Convenience and necessity ("CC8iN")
to serve various areas in Gila County, Arizona.

On August 18, 2014, the City of Globe ("Glc)be") filed with the Commission an application requesting
approval tn amend Decision No. 33424 by removing from AWC's CC&N two areas to which Globe stated
it has provided water service since the early 1900s.

Since the filing of the application, Globe and AWC have engaged in settlement discussions which
resulted in a settlement agreement. Relevant terms of the settlement agreement include the following:

The Southern Disputed Area, more commonly known as Arlington Heights, encompassed in
portion of Section 26, Township 1 North, Range 15 East, is within AWC's scan and has 48
customers to whom Globe provides public utility water service. Under the terms of the
settlement agreement, the customers in the southern Disputed Area will transition to receive
water service from AWC, under AWC's Commission-approved rates.

4 The Norther Disputed Area, adjoining U.S. Highway BD near Pinaleno Pass Road, Penal Creek
Road, and the railroad tracks located north of U.W. Highway 60 in portions of Section 23,
Township 1 North, Range 15 East, is within AWC's CC&N and has 14 customers to whom
Globe provides public utility water service. Under the terms of the settlement agreement, the
customers in the Norlhern Disputed Area will continue to receive water service from Globe via a
license granted by AWC and wilt continue to pay Globe's rates and charges.

o AWC shalt purchase Globe's water distribution infrastructure in the Southern Disputed Area and
along US, Highway 60 in the Northern Disputed Area.

• Under the settlement agreement, the monthly Bil! for a residential customer with average or
median usage in the Southern Disputed Area within the city limits will be reduced by
approximately $1 .33 or $1 .32, respectively, the monthly bill for a residential customer with
average or median usage in the Southern Disputed Area outside the city limits will be reduced
by approximately $21 .81 or $20.22, respectively, and the monthly bill for a residential customer
in the Northern Disputed Area will remain approximately the same.

The Commission will issue a Decision regarding the settlement agreement following consideration of
testimony and evidence presented at an evidentiary hearing.

About Intervention

issues in the case. lntewentton, among other things, entitles a party to present sworn evidence at
hearing and to cogs-examine other parties' witnesses. However, failure to intervene will not preclude any
interested person or entity from apnea_ring at the hearing and providing Dublin comment on the application
or from filing written commenjgs in the_{e9ord of the case.

A statement certifying that a copy of the motion to intervene has been mailed to Globe and AWC
or their counsel and to all parties of record in the case, and

If you are not represented by an attorney who is an active member of the Arizona State Bar, and
you are not representing yourself as an individual, information and any appropriate
documentation, demonstrating compliance with Arizona Supreme Court Ruins 31, 38, 39, and 42,
as applicable,

The granting of motions to intervene she!! be governed by A.A.C. R14-3-105, except that at! motions to
intervene must be filed on or before June JJ, 2016.~ If representation by counsel is required by Arizona
Supreme Coup Rule 31, intervention will be conditioned upon the intervenor obtaining counsel to
represent the intervenor.
