On May 26, 2016 Navopache Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“NEC”) filed its Application
requesting the establishment of new rates under the streamline procedure established by
A.A.C. R14-2-107 (the “Rule”). Notice (in a form approved by Commission Staff) of NEC’s
intent to file its Application was mailed to NEC’s member-customers on May 6, 2016
pursuant to A.A.C. R14-2-107.C.5. The Notice established June 6, 2016 as the deadline for
customers to file objections and/or requests to intervene with the Commission in accordance
with A.A.C. R14-2-107.F. Pursuant to A.A.C. R14-2-107.G, objections received after June 6,
2016 may not be considered by Staff in determining NEC’s eligibility to proceed under the
Rule.

Under A.A.C. R14-2-107.B.14 NEC remains eligible for the Rule 107 process unless a
minimum of 1,000 objections are timely filed (i.e., by June 6, 2016). As of early afternoon on

June 13, 2016, a total of 119 timely (prior to June 6, 2016) objections, including two requests
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to intervene' had been docketed.” However, not a single objection alleges or sets forth any
fact suggesting NEC’s Application is either ineligible or insufficient under Rule 107.

NEC appreciates that an increase in rates is seldom welcomed. Also, the number of
objections was undoubtedly increased by NEC’s need to file the current Application just 14
months after an increase went into effect on and after April 1, 2015. Despite these factors, the
number of timely objections received remains well below the minimum 1,000 objections
needed to render the Application ineligible for processing under the Rule.

Wherefore, NEC requests Staff proceed to issue Notices of Eligibility and Sufficiency
pursuant to A.A.C. R14-2-107.H no later than June 20, 2016.
