Dear Arizona Corporation Commission,

As a Trico Electric Cooperative member, | write today to urge you to reject the rate design settlement
agreement proposed by Trico and ACC Staff in docket number E-01461A-15-0363.

Trico and Staff's attempt to reduce the value that distributed generation customers receive is not based on
any plausible evidence. Until a certified, third-party study has been conducted in the state of Arizona to
quantify the costs and benefits that net metered rooftop solar provides to all rate payers, no changes to net
metering policy should be made. Net metering is a simple and effective billing mechanism that creates jobs,
reduces strain on our aging electrical infrastructure, and allows customers to obtain energy choice and
independence. Recently in California, net metered rooftop solar helped ratepayers avoid building over $192
million in new transmission and distribution infrastructure. Please protect the right of all Trico customers and
Arizonans to go solar and provide the added benefit of reducing costs for everyone.

Additionally, the mandatory fixed fee increase for all cooperative members is substantial and will reduce the
ability of all Trico members to reduce their electric bills through more efficient consumption. Trico’s proposal
for a $0 demand charge is untested and should not be approved. This rate design will result in future
demand charges that are unpredictable, difficuit to understand, and will discourage customers from
conserving energy and investing in energy efficient technologies and solar.
