During the May 3, 2016 Open Meeting of the Arizona Corporation Commission
(“Commission”), the Commission approved a recommended order that would permit Arizona Public
Service Company (“APS” or “Company”) to reset the Lost Fixed Cost Recovery (“LFCR”) charge.
At the Open Meeting, the Commission verbally amended a Commission Utilities Division
amendment to the recommended order. The verbal amendment changed the first ordering paragraph
on page 6 to require the implementation of the changes with the first available billing cycle in May of
2016. See May 3, 2016 Open Meeting Transcript at page 4, lines 12 — 19. The Commission voted to
adopt the Staff amendment as verbally amended. Id. at page 9, lines 10 — 20. However, the verbal
amendments were inadvertently not adopted into the signed version of Decision No. 75558 which is
dated May 13, 2016.

Because the record is clear that the Commission adopted the verbal amendment to the Staff
amendment and adopted the Staff amendment thus amended, there is no dispute that the absence of
the changes from the signed order is a clerical mistake. For that reason, Staff believes that it would
be appropriate to correct Decision No. 75558 nunc pro tunc to reflect the verbal amendments that

were adopted by the Commission.
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Thus Staff requests a procedural order correcting Decision No. 75558 nunc pro tunc to change

page 6, line 3 of Decision No. 75558 to read “with the first available billing cycle of May 2016.”
