NOTICE OF COMPLIANCE
FILING -WATER LOSS REPORT
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Decision No. 75484, dated March 10, 2016, approved the sale of Willow Valley Water

Co., Inc's ("Willow Valley") assets and the transfer of its Certificate of Convenience and

Necessity to EPCOR Water Arizona Inc. ("EPCOR"). The sale was completed on May 9, 2016.

As part of this sale the Commission ordered that EPCOR shall continue to comply with all

Commission decisions and outstanding compliance matters previously required of Willow Valley

relating to the acquired water system. The reporting on annual water loss was approved in

Decision No. 71878 (issued September 15, 2010) and was carried forward in Decision No. 74364

(February 26, 2014).

In compliance with Decision No. 75484, EPCOR hereby files the attached annual water

loss report for the period January 1, 2015 to December 31 , 2015. Please note that the data

reflected in this report was provided to EPCOR by Global Water because Willow Valley was

still under their ownership and operation during this reporting period. As such, EPCOR does not

attest to the accuracy or validity of the data.

Previous filings of the Water Loss Report by Global Water included mitigation plans for

the upcoming year. EPCOR is under order (Decision No. 75484) to file a report "containing a

detailed analysis and plan to reduce water loss to 10% or less. If the EPCOR Water Arizona, Inc.
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believes it is not cost effective to reduce water loss to less than 10 percent, it should submit a

detailed cost benefit analysis to support its opinion within the same time frame. In no case shall

EPCOR Water Arizona, Inc. allow water loss to be greater than 15 percent." On June 7, 2016,

EPCOR filed a request for an extension of time for this required compliance filing until August

9, 2016. ACC Staff filed its response to EPCOR's extension request on June 27, 2016 stating

that "Staff does not object to the Company request for an extension of time". Further, Staff

recommended that the due date be extended until December 3 l , 2016. Today's filing, therefore,

omits iiuture mitigation plans at this time. EPCOR cannot attest to mitigation performed in 2015

because Willow Valley was still under Global Water's ownership and operation during the 2015

reporting period. Future filings will include a summary of efforts made during the reporting

period and planned future mitigation efforts to reduce water loss in the Willow Valley District.11
