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II. Description of Intervenor

Pinal Energy owns and operates an ethanol production facility located in Pinal County at
38585 W Cowtown Road, Maricopa, Arizona 85138. Each year, the facility uses approximately
18 million bushels of grain to produce approximately 50 million gallons of fuel-grade ethanol,
together with large quantities of high-protein, high-energy animal feed. Ethanol produced at the

facility is purchased by refiners to blend with gasoline to produce low-emission automotive fuel.

Rather than being released to the atmosphere, CO2 produced at the facility is recaptured and




supplied to Arizona hydroponic, dry-ice, and soft-drink businesses. The Pinal Energy facility is
Arizona’s only ethanol production plant.

Ethanol production is a high-temperature process that requires boilers to provide the
necessary heat. To fuel its boilers and dry the animal feed, Pinal Energy must purchase and
consume large quantities of natural gas. As provided by contract, Southwest Gas Corporation
(“Southwest Gas™) has since 2007 transported customer-owned natural gas received from the
nearby El Paso Natural Gas Pipeline to Pinal Energy’s production facility. Pinal Energy is
informed and believes that it is Southwest Gas’s second-largest customer as measured by
delivered volumes of natural gas and one of its largest customers as measured by revenue.

1. Interest in Proceeding

In this docket, Southwest Gas asks for authority to increase rates and to make other
changes. Among other things, Pinal Energy believes that Southwest Gas is incorrectly
accounting for revenues received from Pinal Energy for transportation services. Pinal Energy
reserves the right to take additional positions on any other issues in this case.

No other party can adequately represent Pinal Energy’s interests in this case.

IV. Requested Relief

Pinal Energy asks that the Commission grant its Motion to Intervene.
