The  EEP  conta ins  two compone nts , a

monthly wea ther adjustment and an annua l non-weather component to ensure  the  Company

recove rs  its  Commission-authorized revenue  pe r customer.

The  we a the r compone nt a djus ts  cus tome r bills  whe n a ctua l we a the r during the

win te r m onths  (Nove m be r - April) va rie s  from  the  norm a lize d  we a the r us e d  in  the

development of authorized ra tes. The  annual component tracks the  non-weather diffe rences

be twe e n the  Compa ny's  a uthorize d re ve nue s  pe r cus tome r a nd its  a ctua l re ve nue s  pe r

customer, including a  process  to recover under-collections from and re turn over-collections

to cus tomers  on an annua l ba s is . The  combina tion of the se  two components  re sults  in the

Company recove ring its  Commiss ion-authorized revenue  pe r cus tomer - no more , no le ss .

S ince  the  monthly wea the r adjus tment only applie s  to customer bills  rende red from

Nove m be r l through April 30,  no we a the r a djus tm e nt wa s  m a de  during the  re porting

period of July through September. For the  quarte r, customers rece ived an average  credit of

$0.44  pe r m onth  for the  a nnua l non-we a the r com pone nt of the  EEP , which  be ca m e

e ffe ctive  J a nua ry l, 2016.

The  EEP  conta ins  two compone nts , a  monthly we a the r a djus tme nt a nd a n a nnua l

non-we a the r com pone nt,  which e ns ure s  the  Com pa ny only re cove rs  its  Com m is s ion-

a uthorize d re ve nue  pe r cus tome r. The  m onthly we a the r a djus tm e nt he lps  s ta bilize

cus tome r bills  by mitiga ting the  "pe a ks  a nd va lle ys" tha t a bnorma l we a the r ca n ha ve  on

cus tome r bills . The  a nnua l non-we a the r compone nt compa re s  a uthorize d re ve nue s  a nd

actual revenues and recovers or re turns differences between authorized and actual revenues

in a  pe r the n ra te  a djus tme nt. In April 2015, S outhwe s t Ga s  tile d a n a pplica tion with the

Com m is s ion s e e king to  re turn a  de fe rre d c re dit ba la nce  in  the  non-we a the r re ve nue

compone nt of a pproxima te ly $22 million to cus tome rs . The  a pplica tion wa s  a pprove d in

December 2015 (Decis ion No. 75356) and a  credit of $0.05058 per the rm became e ffective

J anua ry l, 2016. During this  reporting pe riod, s ingle -family re s identia l cus tomers  rece ived

the  benefit of an average  credit of $0.44 per month associa ted with the  non-wea ther annua l

component of the  EEP .
