Summarv
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On November 10, 2016, the Olive Avenue Homeowners Association, Inc. ("Applicant")
filed an application with the Arizona Corporation Commission ("Commission") for an
Adjudication Not a Public Service Corporation. If Applicant is adjudicated not a public
service corporation, the Applicant's rates and charges, and water utility service in the
adjudicated area will no longer be regulated by the Commission. The Commission's
Utilities Division Staff ("Staff") is in the process of reviewing and analyzing the
application and has not yet made its recommendations to the Commission. The
Cormnission is not bound by the proposals and recommendations made by the
Applicant, Staff, or any interveners. The Commission will issue a decision regarding
the application following the consideration of testimony and evidence presented at an
evidentiary hearing.
